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Biographical Sketch of Chev Robert D. Pollock K&d-keeping

hortly after Hawalii

joined the union, Col

Chev Robert D.
Pollock, KTJ was born on the
high desert of California, at
George AFB in Victorville.

His father Clifford was an Air
Force physician who eventually
served 33 Y2 years in the Army
and Air Force retiring as a
Colonel. Clifford was the
eldest son of the eldest line of
Pollok’s-of-Maybole, a Scottish
family of farmers, teachers and
doctors who immigrated to the
United States in the 1830s.

On this side of his family, Chev.
Pollocktraces his ancestry,
without gap, 24 generations to
1147 Over the centuries, the
Polloks-of-that-llk intermarried
with the Stewarts (Stuart),
Croc’s, Leslies, Boyds, Bruce,
and Maxwell families.

It is from a 1485 marriage with
the Stewarts of Cardonald that

the cadet lines of Pollock-of-Maybole, and Pollock-
of-Providence sprung from the now defunct main line

of the Polloks-of-that-llk.

Chev Pollock'sviother, Mary, a successful Realtor
and political advisor, traces her family back 26
generations to the progenitors of the Stewarts of
Scotland. She is the descendant of many early

immigrant ancestors who settled
New England and Virginia. Her
earliest immigrant ancestor was
Phillip Sherman of
Massachusetts and Rhode
Island who came to America in
1633.

Phillip was the first to serve in
the armed forces in what is now
the United States, when he
became the commissary to the
Rhode Island Trained Band of
Militia during the Narragansett
campaign of 1676.

The subtitle of this article is
“keeping up the family
business.” Over the331years
since the Narragansett
campaign, every generation of
Chev Pollock ancestors, from
both lines of descent, has
contributed a soldier or
statesman to the “American”
cause and crises.

The Saltzman’swere in Queen
Anne’s War, theRogers’ were

in the Louisburg campaign, the
Mumfords’ were Royal
Officers of Rhode Island, the
Casselman’swere with Col
Washington’s Virginia

Regiment in the French and Indian Wars,\ifigan’s
were soldiers in the Pennsylvania Line during our
Revolution, theBrigg's were in the Ohio Troops at
Lake Erie in 1814, thevaldvogel's were with Scott
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in Mexico, theWechtels Briggs, Pollocks, Logans,
SchwormsandKetterers all fought to preserve the
union, and thdolleysfought on both sides in the
Civil War, theSchmidtswere in the Indian Wars,
and in Cuba, theogans, PollockandWechtels
were all doughboys, and Chev Pollock’s father was &
veteran of WWII, Korea and Vietnam.

Col Clifford R. Pollock, USAF MC, gave the oath of
enlistment to Chev Pollock into the USAF in August
1977 eight months before he retired. Chev Pollock
was commissioned d“Lieutenant in the USAF
Reserves in 1981, and received his regular
commission in 1983.

He is a career “acquisition officer” with time daf
serve three years as a missile maintenance officer
Intermediate Range Nuclear Missiles in Germany,
UK, Netherlands and Sicily in the mid 1980’s, and
another three year tour in the mid 1990s as the
Director of the War Theory Course at the Air
Command and Staff College, in Montgomery
Alabama.

Chev Pollock is a technologist and is responsibte f

|

providing war winning technology to the US Air

Force, but not for today’s Air Force, instead, thoe
Air Force 15 years from now. During his career,
many of the technologies he has worked on have
matured and have been employed decisively in
combat. 26 years ago he
was in the cadre of
technologists designing and
developing the Tomahawk
Cruise missile which has
been employed with great
success since the first Gulf
War. 20 years ago, he was
in the cadre designing the
C-X, now known and loved
by airmen as the C-17
Globemaster IlI.

Since then he has been part
of the design team on
special operations gunships, the F-22 Raptor fighte
aircraft, C-32, C-37 & C-40 aircraft, and many cybe
systems supporting today’s air and space operations
Some of his recent contributions will be fieldedhie
next decade. He is currently a senior advisor on
acquisition streamlining, transformation and
transparency to the Assistant Secretary
of the Air Force (Acquisition) at the
Pentagon.

Next year, Chev Pollock will be
“hanging up his goggles” and retiring
from active duty after 31 ¥ years of
service with 27 % as a commissioned
officer. Upon retirement, he will

draw to a close 65 years of
continuous military service to the
United States between his service and
that of his father’s.

For a technologist, Chev Pollock has
odd hobbies. He is a restorer of antique
automated musical items and is a
voracious reader of history. Chev
Pollock is also an amateur genealogist
and cook.

He has also served as a historical presenter atove
dozen sites across the continent from the Plains of
Abraham & fortress of Quebec, to Fort Natchitoches
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in Louisiana. Locally he has presented at theyGarl
House, Lee-Fendall House, Arlington House and
Gadsby’s Tavern. He has also been an advisor and
“extra” in films on the French & Indian War,
Revolutionary War, US Civil War, and a
documentary on the US Census Bureau.

e can all learthe meaning of service and

Templar preceptsby recalling the many

contributions of our late broth@&r
Chevalier David Curfman, GCTJ.

He was a highly skilled surgeon at the top of his
profession, yet he was always easy to talk to,
entertaining, and downright brilliant in the depiid
breadth of his knowledge of music and history.

In the several societies that we were both members
of, Chev Curfman was always a leader, a selfless
contributor to that order’s business, and to the
members of our community. In my interpretation of
modern templarism, the qualities Chev Curfman
demonstrated are the qualities Templars should
emulate:

Professionalism, Depth & Breadth of Knowledge,
Leadership, and being a Selfless contributor to the
Order & community .

WhenChevalier Peter Dixon

was coaxing me into learning
about SMOTJ, it was only after
he told me that Dr Curfman, and
other fellow members of the Sons
of Union Veterans of the Civil
War were members of the Priory
that | accepted his invitation to
learn more about the Order.

From previous knowledge, | knew that these men
were true professionals in their fields, and pesson
whom | knew to be trustworthy and honorable men.
To me, that was very important.

Today | posit that “Templar professionalism” means
that we should strive to be at the top of our gaane,

be known as trustworthy and honorable men and
women.

and power in the hands of those who are honored and

Depth and breadth of knowledge also applies to
activities within the Priory.How well do you know,
the Knight or Dame sitting by your side at an
investiture, or across the table at a social?ame
Mo Carlson, in a previous Knightly News article
suggested that Knights and Dames could socialige
together in smaller groups so that we can learn
more about one another, and develop a greater
esprit-de-corps.

Chev Johnson(a former Prior) practices volunteer
leadership through gentle encouragement and
leadership by example. He gently cajoles members
to want to participate more and encourages members
to succeed.

Chev Flahaven (also a former Prior) when
Chancellor of our Priory knew how to encourage
change, while at the same time maintaining traalitio
and discipline.  Our archives are replete with
memorandum from him to the other officers urging
orderly growth and respect for tradition.

Chev Schorn our current Chancellor embraces both
techniques, but is a master at the “behind theexten
orchestration of the administration of our day-&y-d
operations, and the “behind the scenes” activites
our events.

Fa th
patriotic community, he was the “Silent Knight” who
was in the thick of the action, yet was not readily
identifiable.

COL Chev. Carlson penned the book “Silent

Knight” which outlines well the Templar precept of
being a selfless contributor to the order &
community. While most know him as our Prior

XVII, and are aware of his great contributions tw o
Priory over the past years, fewer know of the bifead
and reach of the “Silent Knight” network that helan
Dame Carlson have developed and mentor from thei
home.

Chev Carlson mentors over a hundred “Silent
Knights” who have anonymously donated untold
resources to Christians at need in their home

community. Many, but far from all of these “Siten

Knights” are SMOTJ members. Their contributions
range from providing labor & services, to financial
support, to the donation of instruments for anrenti
catholic high school's band. The key here is that
these contributions are truly selfless, and ararle

in the spirit of our Order’s motttNot unto us, Oh

0 many soldiers — no.!'As a former infantry

platoon leader, | can tell you that | was

spread very thinly while patrolling the rural
roads of north-west Baghdad. With four Bradley
Fighting Vehicles and 35 men, | had over 37 square
miles of area to cover. This allowed me to see any
given area of my sector once every 24 to 48 hours.
The insurgency sees it every minute of every day,
because contrary to popular belief, most insurgents
are Iragis. To look at the data closely is evenemor
depressing.

We may have around 150,000 soldiers in Irag, but fo
every trigger puller, there are at least seven aupp
soldiers. The traditional warriors—men like my
soldiers—are now on their second and third tours.
Even with contractors on the battlefield, of which
am now one, this ratio has not changed.

General Davis Petraeuss certainly the ideal
commander of Multi-National Force Irag (MNFI);
however, his time in command may be too little too

late. Unlike many of General Petraeus’ colleagues

who view academic pursuits with disdain, General
Petraeus is a true intellectual. He even co-aaethor
the US Army’s counter-insurgency doctrine, which
was just published in late 2005. This doctrine
emerged so late in the game because the military
largely threw out the baby with the bathwater after
Vietnam.

And therein lies one of the largest problems with
the current war; the US Army doesn't like it,
doesn’t want it, and is extremely uncomfortable
with counter-insurgency. Why? Because it is
difficult and dangerous and the Army has become
increasingly risk averse.

In my short time in Iraq, | had the honor of figtgi

in two major urban battles, the Battle of Najaf &imel
Battle of Fallujah. We did well in both, but it s/af
little consequence. In actuality, we did a prekbypr

job of defending and rebuilding rural Taji, whiclasv
our true mission. From month to month, violence
and disruption only increased in Taji, and in thd,e
we handed over a worse sector than we received the
year before.

Why is the Army risk averse? There are a number
of reasons. One is Army’s senior management style
and another is the fact that we are not prepared to
meet these new threats. Nearly all of our trairfiorg
the past thirty years has been against linearJaegu
fighting forces. At the National Training Centér a
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Fort Irwin, California, | trained against the imagry
“Kraznovians,” who were reminiscent of the Soviets.
They had uniforms, a rank structure, and combat
vehicles. One thing they did not have was IEDs.

IEDs are the single largest casualty producing
weapon that they enemy uses. | was personally
wounded by an IED in January of 2005. It nearly
severed my right arm, and if not for the quick
thinking of my gunner, | would be dead.

The IED is a brilliant, inexpensive, and low-techyw
of waging war against a far more powerful adversary
Not only does it allow the enemy to attack us
indirectly and remain virtually invisible, it forseour
troops to engage the local population from a
defensive posture. This further alienates us fttoen
people who have the greatest stake in Irag’s future
the Iragis.

One would be right to ask “When is this IED problem
going to end?”Unfortunately, it will never end.
During the initial invasion, we were so focused on
finding Weapons of Mass Destruction that we
ignored conventional weaponry, like artillery and
mortar rounds.

This allowed Iragis to loot approximately two-
hundred-fifty-thousand tons of munitions; just
about enough to keep the IEDs exploding at their
current rate for another 250 years.

The real problem with the IEDs is not their
destructive power or even our supposed lack of armg
(a myth, by the way); the real problem is that e a
reactionary to the enemy’s moves. As the most
powerful fighting force in history, the American

Military should be holding the play book, but we ar
not. Our inadequate force levels allow the enamy t
keep planting these bombs, and our risk-aversegaatu
prevents us from really doing what is necessary to
call the shots.

For the Army to truly make a difference, we
would have to live among the peopleAfter all, it
would be much harder for an insurgent to plant a
roadside bomb if a squad of infantrymen were
standing right over his shoulder.

This is the course of action that General Petraass
taken in much of Iraq, especially Baghdad, but it's
not enough. As long as we have such limited troop
strength, we will be at a tactical disadvantage.

Remember, Iraq is the size of California, and with
the ratio of trigger pullers to support soldiers that

| gave above (1 to 7), this leaves just over 21,000
troops to control the streets of Iraqg.

In recent years, there have been an increasing eumk
of books published on the subject of the Knights
Templar. Renewed interest in the subject may not
have started, but was certainly spurred on, by the
publication ofDan Brown, of Da Vinci Code

As | am a Templar, | have dutifully taken it upon
myself to buy copies of as many Templar, or
Templar-related, books, as | can find. At the very
least, | feel it important to find out what othare
saying about us. Unfortunately, what they are gayin
generally obscures more than it enlightens; andesom
of the Templars described in these books beag bitl
no resemblance to the Templars, either of histbrica
record or of the present day.

Chev. Leo Thys’book is therefore a refreshing and

notable exception. Chev. Thys is the OSMTH Grand

Archivist, and is uniquely qualified to write abdbe
entire history of the Order, not just from its
beginnings but up to the present day.

Unlike most historical books{istory of the Order of
the Temple of Jerusalem: From 1118 to 2605
broken down into succinct, numbered sections, each
covering a specific topic. Some of these topics are
not found in other books on Templar history. For
example, the section of the book on Templar
architecture includes a discussion of Templar heuse
and farmhouses in Western Europe, as well as the
more expected treatments of Templar churches and
fortresses in the Holy Land.

The lands the Order owned in Western Europe, and
the monetary income derived from them, not to
mention the grain, equipment, and, above all, lmrse
in addition to other gifts and benefices granteth&
Order, made the campaigns in Outremer possible.
Chev. Thys descriptions of these important European
holdings, both in text as well as in superb fullezo
photographs, make them immediately accessible to
the reader.

A further service
Chev. Thys provides
the reader are the
several chronologies
of important dates in
the history of the
Order. These
chronologies help to
fix in the mind of the
reader the relative
positions in history

of the events that
shaped the Templars,
and serves to put
them into the broader
historical context.

At the very beginning of the book, we learn what th
great events were that led to the first Crusadg, an
ultimately, to the formation of the Order itselhd
Order did not begin in a vacuum, but was an
extraordinary response by people of its day to
extraordinary circumstances.
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One of the most remarkable things about this bsok i
that Chev Leo Thys has managedoity 115 pages
(format A4), to provide a complete and detailed
historical account of the Order; and many of these
pages are filled with stunning color photographs,
maps, and reproductions of art works, which augmer
the text and grant the
reader a sense of
immediacy which
text alone could not.

Among the many
topics covered are
the Templars’ role as
bankers, a role at
which they excelled
and which formed
the basis for modern
banking, and which
ultimately brought
down upon them the
greedy wrath of
King Phillippe 1V,

of France.

Part Two of the book is aptly namé&the Period of
Silence.”This is the period from 1315 to 1803, about
which relatively little has been written. Chev. Bhy
provides us with a survey of Orders, groups, and
geographic locations which may have had a Templa
connection. Templar survival has long been a matter
of conjecture in Spain, Portugal, and Scotland;
however, some places where the Templars possibly
survived are a little surprising. Chev. Thys’ resba
for example, has unearthed the possibility that the
Templar fleet, after vanishing from La Rochelle,
found its way to Mexico!

Part 1ll,“The Birth and Rise of the Modern Order
during the last two Centuries: From 1804 to 2004",
fills in the gaps in our knowledge of the Ordettie
present day. Chev. Thys is aided in this sectiahef
book by the Grand Historian Emeritus of the SMOTJ
Grand Priory of the USADr. Chev. Robert J.

Kovarik, GCTJ.

The culmination of the book is its discussionshaf t
Order from 1995 to today. In this section of theko

the reader gains valuable insight imtbat exactly

—

the issues were, and what exactllyappened, in the
crucial years of 1995 and 1996vhen disputes arose
between Don Fernando de Sousa Fontes, purported
Grand Master of the Order, and the Grand Priors of

16 national Grand Priories. Rather than relying on
hearsay, Chev. Thys has documented the proceedings
of meetings and events from that time, with

references and footnotes, to which the interested
reader can refer him- or herself.

The book ends with a survey of the activities &f th
Order in approximately the last decade. The
Concluding chapter was partly written by the cutren
Grand Commander of the Ord@&rigadier General
Chev. Patrick E. Rea, GCTJ, GMTJ General

Chev. Rea states the mission of the modern Order —
to “assist Christians at risk™- and shows in several
telling examples the great work we as an Order have
undertaken and will continue to undertake.

I recommend this book wholeheartedly and with no
reservations whatsoever to anyone who wishes to
learn more about the medieval Order of the Temple
in an accessible and highly readable way. Further,
say that this book must be on the bookshelf ofyever
Templar, and no opportunity should be missed to
make use of it as a tool for educating and insimgct
current and future Knights and Dames of the SMOTJ.
