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Biographical Sketch of Chev Adrian Cronauer, soumée from
www.viethamwarmemorial.sd.gov/cronauer.hinterviews and
Wikipedia, edited by Chev.

n the mid 1800’s two brothefronauer,

emigrated from Germany to the promised land

of America. One made upper New York state
his home and the other moved to western
Pennsylvania. The family have been faithful to the
area since then and in 1938 Elisabeth Dean Cronaug
(descendant of the Scottish clan Davidson), gave
birth to a son named Adrian.

When Adrian Cronauer
grew up, radio was the
most important form of
communication. He
began his broadcasting
career at the age of 12,
as a guest for a
Pittsburgh-area
television station’s
children amateur hour.

Mr. Cronauer
undergraduate studies
were at the University
of Pittsburgh, where he
founded the
University’s Radio Station. He also attended the
American University in Washington DC, where he
majored in broadcasting and worked at the student
radio station, WAMU, before it became a public
radio station.

A former U.S. Air Force sergeant Cronauer co-
authored the original story for the major motion
picture,Good Morning, Vietnam!, earned Cronauer
a 1992 Ohio State Award and two 1991 Gold Medals
from the New York Radio Festival.

He received his Doctor of Law degree from the
University of Pennsylvania, where he was Special
Projects Editor of the Law Review. He also holds a
masters degree in Media Studies from the New
School for Social Research in New York City.

Prior to turning to the law, Cronauer spent seven
years in New York City voicing television and radio
commercials. Before that, he owned his own
advertising agency, managed a radio station, was
program director of a television station, and a TV
news anchorman. He has taught broadcasting at the
university level and is the author of a textbook on
radio & TV announcing, now in use at many colleges
and universities.
