There were two categories of White Rass in
China: those who were the original refugee®re
born in Russiaandremained Russian citizersnd
their children who were born in Chiaadwere not
consideredRussian citizens, but rather Chinese or
stateless. Their situation was grim as the Chinese
would not give them passports or exit visas. On a
number of social occasions when visiting with them
and the subject would conog, they would usually
remark,fiOur Faith brought us safely out of Russia
during terrible times of the Revolution, and has
sustained us here, and it will see us safely through
our future. o

had to admire them | 4«
for their calm belief
andexpression of
their Faith. The
Marines left China
at the end of 1948.

The civilian popaition of

Malta spent most of their time

living in caves and bomb

shelters, but they never asked

the Biitish to raise the white

flag.

After the war, the British Government expressed its
gratitude by having the King award the island the
George Cross, the gilan version of the Victoria

cathedral®n Malta over hundreds of years, and even
St. Paul was shipwrecked thefEhe deep Faith of
the Maltese population hadheen demonstrated
over time and is an example to emulate.
