ear Templar Brethren in Christ,  

As Templars, 
we are 

charged to lead a life 
that embodies the 
teachings of Jesus 
Christ, live in the 
Spirit and to revere the 
Temple within us.  As 
we transform 
ourselves and polish 
the facets of our 
inner spirit in the

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crucible of life, we may take great comfort in the 
transfiguration of Jesus.  As taught to us by mother 
Church, I want to relay to you the meaning of the 
Icon compiled from various sources and teachings.

The transfiguration of Christ is one of the central 
events recorded in the gospels.  Immediately after the 
Lord was recognized by his apostles as “the Christ 
[Messiah], the Son of the Living God,” he told them 
that “he must go up to Jerusalem and suffer many 
things … and be killed and on the third day be 
raised” (Matthew 16).  The announcement of Christ's 
approaching passion and death was met with 
indignation by the disciples.  And then, after 
rebuking them, the Lord took Peter, James, and John 
“up to a high mountain,” by tradition Mount Tabor, 
and was “transfigured before them.” 

… and his face shone like the sun, and 
his garments became white as snow and 
behold, there appeared to them Moses and 
Elijah, talking with him.  And Peter said to 
Jesus, “Lord, it is well that we are here; if 
you wish I will make three booths here, one 
for you and one for Moses and one for 
Elijah.”  He was still speaking when lo, a 
bright cloud overshadowed them, and a voice 

from the cloud said, “This is my Beloved 
Son, with whom I am well pleased; listen to 
him.”  When the disciples heard this, they 
fell on their faces with awe.  But Jesus came 
and touched them, saying, “Rise, and have no 
fear.”  And when they lifted up their eyes, 
they saw no one but Jesus only.  And as they 
were coming down the mountain, Jesus 
commanded them, “Tell no one the vision, 
until the Son of Man is raised from the 
dead.” (Matthew 17:1-9; see also Mark 9:1-9; 
Luke 9:28-36; 2 Peter 1:16-18)

This event shows forth the divinity of Christ, so that 
the disciples would understand after his Ascension 
that He was truly the radiant splendor of the Father, 
and that his Passion was voluntary (Mark 9:2-9).  It 
also shows the possibility of our own theosis.  

Like at His Baptism, all three Persons of the Trinity 
were revealed.  The voice of the Father spoke to the 
disciples saying “This is My beloved Son, in whom I 
am well pleased; hear ye Him.”  The Holy Spirit 
appeared as the dazzling Uncreated Light.  Christ is 
shown on top of the mountain surrounded by a huge 
sun-like design representing the Uncreated and Great 
Light. Moses, to Christ's left, is holding the Law 
showing that Jesus is the Christ, the fulfillment of the 
Law.  Elijah, to Christ’s right, is supplicating God. 
Below, the disciples, Peter, James and John, fall to 
the ground in amazement.  They too will be 
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transfigured by God and granted to gaze upon the 
Light of all.  This should be our hope as well. 

In the Transfiguration, the apostles see the glory of 
the Kingdom of God present in majesty in the person 
of Christ.  They see that “in him, indeed, all the 
fullness of God was pleased to dwell,” and that “in 
him the whole fullness of deity dwells bodily” 
(Colossians 1:19, 2:9).  They see this before the 
crucifixion so that in the resurrection they might 
know whom it is who has suffered for them, and what 
it is that this one, who is God, has prepared for those 
who love him.  This is what the Church celebrates 
in the feast of the Transfiguration. 

Moses and Elijah, according to the liturgical verses, 
are not only the greatest figures of the Old Testament 
who now come to worship the Son of God in glory, 
they also are not merely two of the holy men to 
whom God has revealed himself in the prefigurative 
theophanies of the Old Covenant of Israel.  These 
two figures actually stand for the Old Testament 
itself:  Moses for the Law and Elijah for the 
Prophets.  And Christ is the fulfillment of the Law 
and the Prophets (Matthew 5:17). 

They also stand for the living and dead, for Moses 
died and his burial place is known while Elijah was 
taken alive into heaven in order to appear again to 
announce the time of God's salvation in Christ the 
Messiah.  Thus, in appearing with Jesus on the mount 
of Transfiguration, Moses and Elijah show that the 
Messiah Saviour is here, and that he is the Son of 
God to whom the Father himself bears witness, 
the Lord of all creation, of the Old and New 
Testaments, of the living and the dead.  The 
Transfiguration of Christ in itself is the fulfillment of 
all of the theophanies and manifestations of God, a 
fulfillment made perfect and complete in the person 
of Christ.  The Transfiguration of Christ reveals to us 
our ultimate destiny as Christians, the ultimate 
destiny of all men and all creation to be transformed 
and glorified by the majestic splendor of God 
himself. 

There is little doubt that the feast of the 
Transfiguration of Christ belonged first to the pre-
Easter season of the Church.  It was perhaps 
celebrated on one of the Sundays of Lent, for besides 
certain historical evidence and the fact that today 
Saint Gregory Palamas, the great teacher of the 
Transfiguration of Christ, is commemorated during 
Lent, the event itself is one that is definitely 
connected with the approaching death and 
resurrection of the Saviour.  

… for when they would behold Thee 
crucified, they would understand that Thy 
suffering was voluntary (Kontakion). 

The feast of the Transfiguration is presently 
celebrated on the sixth of August, probably for 
some historical reason.  The summer celebration of 
the feast, however, has lent itself very well to the 
theme of transfiguration.  The blessing of grapes, as 
well as other fruits and vegetables on this day is the 
most beautiful and adequate sign of the final 
transfiguration of all things in Christ.  It signifies the 
ultimate flowering and fruitfulness of all creation in 
the paradise of God’s unending Kingdom of Life 
where all will he transformed by the glory of the 
Lord. 

Our Lord had spoken to His disciples many times not 
only concerning His Passion, Cross, and Death, but 
also concerning the coming persecutions and

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afflictions that they themselves would endure.  Since 
all these evils were near at hand and the enjoyment of 
good things which they hoped to receive in their 
stead was yet to come, our Savior desired to give 
them full assurance, evidently and openly, 
concerning that glory which is prepared for those 
who endure to the end.  Therefore, fulfilling that 
which He had promised shortly before, that “there be 
some standing here which shall not taste of death, till 
they see the Son of man coming in His Kingdom” 
(Matthew 16:28), He took His three foremost 
disciples and ascended Mount Tabor, where He was 
transfigured before them.  His face shone like the 
sun, and His clothes became white as the light.  
Suddenly, together with this dread and marvelous 
effulgence of light, there appeared those pinnacles of 
the Prophets, Moses and Elijah, who spoke with the 
Lord Jesus concerning His saving Passion which was 
about to take place.  Standing before Him as reverent 
servants, they showed that He is the Lord of both the 
living and the dead, for Moses came forth from 
Hades, having died many centuries before, and 
Elijah, as it were from heaven, whither he had been 
taken up while yet alive.  After a little while a radiant 
cloud overshadowed them and out of the cloud they 
heard that same voice which had been heard at the 
Jordan at the Baptism of Christ, testifying to the 
Divinity of Jesus and saying:  “This is My beloved 
Son, in Whom I am well-pleased; hear ye Him” 
(Matthew 17:5). 

Such are the marvels, truly worthy of God, celebrated 
in this present feast, which is an image and 
prefiguring of the future state of the righteous, whose 
splendor the Lord spoke of, saying:  “Then shall the 
righteous shine forth as the sun” (Matthew 13:43).  It 
is because of this that the Kontakion of this Feast is 
said daily (when there is not a great feast) in the 
Service of the Typica in perpetual commemoration of 
the glory that will be the lot of the Saints.  According 
to tradition, the Lord's Transfiguration came to pass 
forty days before His Crucifixion; this is why the 
Transfiguration is celebrated forty days before the 
Exaltation of the Cross.

He is survived by Janice, his wife of 41 years; a 
daughter, Kimberly and her husband, Martial, and 
son, Xavier; a daughter, Kelly and her husband, 
Charles, and daughter, Zoe; a sister, Patricia Cleland-
Blinn; nephews, Jonathan Blinn and Timothy Blinn; 
and a niece, Julie Metzger.  He also leaves his 
beloved black Labrador, Mac.

It is indeed an honor to be the “Poster Boy” 
for this issue of Knightly News. 

When Chev. Mark Hartell contacted me to discuss 
the overall process, he requested I write a few words 
on a subject I felt would have relevance to our fellow 
Knights and Dames in the Priory of St. King Charles 
the Martyr. 

In giving serious thought to his request, I have 
retraced in my memory those things that, to me, make 
being a Knight of our Order and member of the 
Priory of SKCTM personally important, unique, and 
gratifying. 

While a number of values came to mind, there was, 
and is, one that stands out among the rest.  In a word 
– “COMMITMENT .” 

Being invited to become a Knight or Dame requires, 
or should require, sincerely serious reflection and 
consideration.  The ceremony of Installation and 
Investiture is only an outward manifestation and 
symbolic of becoming a Knight or Dame.

Persuasion – we should try to persuade 
politicians and the public to take the right course of 
action in support of Christians in the Holy Land and 
the support of our concerns there. 

Pilgrimage – we need to go there to see the 
places and people first hand to really experience it for 
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ourselves and more importantly to show our support 
for the Christians who remain.  He also emphasized 
that those from the Holy Land should return as well 
to visit for the same reason. 

Project – after returning from a pilgrimage, we 
should embark on a project to personally help the 
Christians in the Holy Land whether that is by 
adopting a child, supporting a Church, or doing 
anything else to help them.  The message was simple 
but well delivered in two languages. 

Recalling the GPUSA's first Pilgrimage to Jerusalem 
in 2002, you will see all four “P’s” among the ten 
recommendations at the end of the written Report. 

It was a privilege and honor to meet His 
Beatitude.  From the wonderful Middle Eastern 
food to the oratory of the Latin Patriarch, it was a 
wonderful event.

hen most Americans think of the Boy 
Scouts and Girl Scouts, they conger up 
images of canoe trips along the shores of 

placid Minnesotan lakes, hiking in the Appalachian 
Mountains, or camping in the ranges of New 
Mexico’s Philmont Ranch.  The thought of Scouts 
boating on the Tigris 
and Euphrates Rivers 
in the cradle of 
civilization, scaling 
high peaks of 
Suleymaniye along 
the Iraq-Iran border, 
or participating in a 
jamboree in the cool 
Kurdish woodlands 
north of Mosul 
generally do not come 
to mind. 

Similarly, when one 
thinks of Iraq and its 

predominant Muslim populations, the thought of a 
Knight Templar exchanging fond greetings with 
Iraqi Scouters during both Ramadan and 
Christmas does not pop to the forefront of logical 
expectations. 

But why not?  Contrary to ill-informed views of 
many Americans (most of whom never were Scouts), 
Scouting is not an American creation nor is it limited 
to the United States geographically.  For that matter, 
it is not a “Christian” organization. 

Scouting is a world movement in which 216 
countries have established or nascent Scouting 
programs.  This includes the entire Arab world, 
including Libya, which has one of the most 
independent Scout organizations in the Middle East 
and North Africa. 

When it comes to Iraq, the founder of World 
Scouting, Lord (Colonel) Robert Baden Powell had a 
direct hand in establishing the Scouting program 
there in 1920-1922 when the region was part of the 
British Mandate following World War I and the 
dissolution of the Ottoman Empire.  

Except for a brief hiatus during World War II and the 
expulsion of Iraq from the World Organization of the 
Scouting Movement (WOSM) in 1996 (a rebuke to 
Saddam, not the Scouts or Scouters), the Iraqi Scout 
program has been around for about 88 years. 
Effectively it was missing, but not dead when I 
arrived. I am proud to say that Knight Templars 
helped revive the movement and spread it to all parts 
of Iraq. 

 

As for religious ties, Scouting respects all beliefs 
and promotes mutual and cultural respect based 
on universal values.  It matters not if one is a 
Christian, Muslim, Jew, Buddhist, Hindu, animist, 
or—and this may surprise some people—just a 
spiritual person who believes in a force greater than 
mankind, but without any specific doctrine attached 
to those beliefs. In fact, it is the universal values of 
being a “good person” (trustworthy, loyal, helpful, 
friendly, courteous, kind, obedient, cheerful, thrifty, 

���� 				
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brave, clean, and reverent) that allows the Scout 
movement to transcend international, ethnic, cultural, 
and religious boundaries. 

When I first arrived in Baghdad’s Green Zone in 
December 2003 as a volunteer from the Pentagon’s 
Special Operations/Low Intensity Conflict 
directorate, I took on a variety of assignments that 
brought me into daily contact with Iraqi civilians in a 
non-military way.  Eventually, I assumed the position 
of Director of Community Affairs in the Green Zone, 
but prior to that, I created two significant “public 
diplomacy” initiatives. 

 

One initiative I designed to unite Iraqi artists to tell 
the story of Iraq’s past, present, and potential future 
in visual ways depicted by Iraqi men and women 
from all walks of life.  As an artist myself, I knew 
what to look for and where these talented men and 
women would need help, and what they were capable 
of doing on their own.  That artistic movement was 
successful and is still ongoing as of 2008. 

The Scouting idea came about when two State 
Department colleagues, Gary Thatcher and Terry 
Losonsky, and I discovered we were all Scout leaders 
from the National Capitol Area Scout Council--
Washington DC Metro area. As a whim and being an 
artist, I suggested I design a “Green Zone Scout 
patch,” and see how many other Scouters, former 
Scouts, and Eagle Scouts were in the Presidential 
Palace.  The initial idea was to send stories back to 
our Scout units and form a Scouting bond of our own. 

In response to an email that I sent out to the 2000 or 
so Americans working in Saddam’s old Presidential 
Palace that night, by the next morning 300 people 
(men and women) responded saying that they were 
active or former Scouts or Scouters.  It was at that 
time that I got the idea of finding out if Scouting had 

existed in Iraq, and if so, what happened to the 
movement. 

Thanks to the powers of the Internet, I contacted 
WOSM headquarters in Geneva and learned that 
Scouting had a long history in Iraq, but WOSM and 
Arab Scouting in Cairo had not heard from the Iraqi 
Scout leaders or national council in nearly seven 
years.  It was not known if these leaders and the 
movement were dead or alive.  I set about to 
determine their status by putting an advertisement in 
a local newspaper and on an Armed Services website, 
asking for information or for former Scouters to step 
forward. 

In January 2004, I received a phone call from an Iraqi 
calling in to a number listed on the website, speaking 
accented English.  He asked me to meet him alone, 
outside the Green Zone, indicating he wanted to take 
me to a field west of Baghdad where “some people” 
desired to meet me.  I figured I was either on the right 
track or about to be kidnapped, so in addition to 
agreeing to meet this stranger, I tossed my pistol and 
a folding stock AK-47 in my civilian backpack and 
headed into the “Red Zone.”  By then, my graying 
beard had grown out to a respectable length, and 
wearing a kiffiyah, I was able to walk around 
Baghdad with some Iraqi friends and, if I didn’t try to 
speak too much Arabic, passed myself off as a Turk 
or some Iraqi of dubious descent. 

The stranger I met turned out to be the real deal.  He 
was a Rover Scout (Eagle Scout) as a boy and trained 
as an Engineer in the UK before returning to Iraq and 
being impressed into the Iraqi Army. 

What happened in that field, and in months and years 
later became an incredible adventure involving 
international adventure, assassins, ridicule, 
challenges, and the true spirit of Scouting and 
Templar deeds.

t may be 
disappointing to 
learn that not all 

monumental discoveries 
in history or archaeology 
involve an Indiana Jones 
adventurer running to 
escape being squashed 
by a rolling boulder.  
However, this anti-
climatic reality should never lessen the awe of re-
writing 700 years of history or – perhaps more 
appropriately – debunking 700 years of myth and 
overzealous conjecture. 

Such a unique moment of discovery occurred actually 
not once, but twice.  The first instance was without 
question – monumental.  A scholar on the staff of the 
Vatican Secret Archives discovered a miscataloged 
parchment in 2002, the size of a tablecloth, onto 
which was written a notarized accounting of history 
that will forever change the world’s view of our 
original order.  It was the papal absolution of the top 
Templar leaders during their inquisition in 1308.  

The Chinon Parchment, as it is called, has been 
announced through various venues within our Order, 
covered superficially in mainstream media outlets, 
and ultimately published academically (Journal of 
Medieval History, 2004, vol 30, pp 109-134).  

Why is this tattered document so monumental?  Well, 
let us take a closer look.  This parchment is a 
notarized accounting of the inquisition of the top 
leadership of the Templar Order by papal 
representatives.  It is dated from August 17th through 
the 20th, 1308.  This date is vitally important as it 
pre-dates the Templar abolishment of March 22, 
1312 (Papal Bull Vox in Excelso). 

Up until the re-discovery of the Chinon Parchment, 
history was left only with the final decree of Pope 
Clement V – a Papal Bull dissolving the Templar 
Order based on accusations of blasphemous and 
heretical behavior by their knights. 

 

“In view of the suspicion, infamy, loud insinuations 
and other things which have been brought against the 
other ... and also the secret and clandestine reception 
of the brother of this Order … and the many horrible 
things which have been done by the very many of the 
brothers of this Order … it is not without bitterness 
and sadness of heart that we abolish the aforesaid 
Order of the Temple….” – Vox in Excelso 

 

A pretty serious ruling, to say the very least.  It is no 
wonder that so many bizarre theories and outlandish

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accusations have grown over the centuries about the 
Templar Order. 

However, the Chinon Parchment paints a very 
different picture.  Four years earlier, the top Templar 
leaders were under arrest and interrogated by the 
papacy.  This document details that inquisition of 
Brother Jacques de Molay, Grandmaster of the 
Order of Knights Templar, Brother Raymbaud de 
Caron, Preceptor of the commandaries of Templar 
Knights in Outremer, Brother Hugo de Pérraud, 
Preceptor of France, Brother Geoffroy de 
Gonneville, Preceptor of Aquitania and Poitou, and 
Brother Geoffroy de Charney, Preceptor of 
Normandy “…in order that we might with diligence 
examine the truth by questioning the grandmaster and 
the aforementioned preceptors — one by one and 
individually, having summoned notaries public and 
trustworthy witnesses.” 

Each one was questioned, each one denied all the 
most offensive charges, some indicated that spitting 
on the cross was used to prepare knights to do so 
under the harshness of Muslim capture, and ALL 
were granted “in a form accepted by the Church 
the mercy of absolution from the verdict of 
excommunication that had been incurred by the 
aforementioned deeds, restoring him to unity with 
the Church and reinstating him for communion of 
the faithful and sacraments of the Church.” 

The conclusion to this discovery is that the papal 
representatives in Chinon had fully restored the 
Templars back into the Church, but ultimately caved 
to pressures from King Phillip the Fair for their 
dissolution.  By 1311, a council in Vienna comprised 
of 20 cardinals, 4 patriarchs, about 100 archbishops 
and bishops, and a number of abbots and priors were 
presented false accusations derived from confessions 
by torture.  The rest of the story is indeed history – 
the Order was ultimately dissolved, knights including 
the last Grand Master were martyred at the stake, and 
holdings and properties were lost. 

So perhaps you already knew of this first discovery.  
Perhaps you even snagged the Journal issue out of 
your mailbox four years ago and this is rather old 
news.  Well … I did say that there were two 
monumental discoveries. 

The second discovery was just reported at the end of 
August initially in the Vatican newspaper, sending 
only sparse subtle ripples across the sea of mass 
media.  Barbara Frale, the same Vatican scholar who 
shed light on the Chinon Parchment in 2002, has 
made yet another crucial discovery.  Long on the 
blasphemy list are tales of satanic worship and other 
such fabrications.  This latest discovery provides an 
intimate and beautiful look at Templar prayer, written 
during the most desperate of times. 

The prayer is described by Dr. Barbara Frale as 
“beautiful and moving,” and “full of poetry.”   If 
you have already read about this discovery, you may 
have noticed that the actual text of the poem is 
mostly not provided.  Well, this editor has tracked it 
down and has the English translation of the original 
Latin.

he UN Special Consultative Status grants 
OSMTH a unique and substantial 
opportunity for our voice to be heard in 

nominating key individuals for recognition by major 
international awards programs.  Both the UN Special 
Consultative status of OSMTH-International and our 
membership in the International Peace Bureau grants 
us the unique opportunity to submit nominations for 
high-ranking humanitarian 
awards and peace prizes. 

The structure of the 
OSMTH International 
Awards and Honors 
Commission was agreed 
upon at the 2008 Grand 
Magistral Council in Paris 
(OSMTH-Resolution

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3/2008).  The Commission has seven appointed 
voting members, a Chair, our Grand Chaplain, Grand 
Secretary, and an Executive Director.  The secretary 
and the executive director are administrative, not 
voting members.  The current seven members 
represent the U.S., Canada, Finland, Germany, 
Mexico, the UK, and NATO.  All of the members 
have doctorate degrees and two are clergy (including 
an archbishop).  They represent an impressive 
assembly of professors, diplomats, international legal 
experts, and all are recognized leaders in their field. 

In addition to being your Knightly News Editor, I 
also serve as the Assistant Grand Secretary and 
Executive Director for Administration and Operation 
of this Awards Commission. 

To date, the Commission has submitted 
nominations to the International Peace Bureau's 
2008 Sean MacBride Peace Prize and the 2008 
United Nations Prize in the Field of Human 
Rights.  We are preparing now for the Nobel Peace 
Prize nomination process. 

All 13 International Grand Priories are given an 
opportunity to submit nominations to the Committee 
for consideration.  The Awards Committee reviews 
all the biographical and nomination material, and 
ultimately votes on a single nomination.  The final 
selection is derived by simple majority vote.  
Materials are then re-assembled for the final selected 
nomination and formatted to the unique 
specifications of each award.  The final nomination is 
submitted on behalf of our OSMTH International 
Order. 

The Awards Committee also makes certain that all 
records are properly preserved.  The final submission 
data is formatted and submitted to our OSMTH 
Grand Archivist to be added to the permanent history 
of our Order.
