his father so that he could begin what he expected
be an exciting new life.

He seeks freedom and independence, but quickly
finds out that he has become a slave to excess and
wasteful living. Soon he has lost everything, farce
to take the most degrading of jobs just to survive.

Thankfully, the son decides to go back and seek a
second chancél will return to my father,” he

wisely concludes. The story has a happy ending: the
father forgives his prodigal son, rejoicing that tioy
who “. . . was dead is alive again, and was lodtia
found.” (Luke 15:32)

The Parable of the Prodigal Son symbolizes God’s
unlimited mercy. It teaches us that God forgived an
receives back even the greatest of sinners, asa®ng
they repent and are strong enough to utter thoge tw
difficult words: I'M SORRY . Truly, a sincere
apology is the first step to forgiveness.

But wait . . . the father had TWO sons, didn’t N¢&
see that the older son is not pleased with thedlroy
treatment” given to his younger brother. In fag, h
resents it greatly and refuses to join in the gelidn
provided in his brother's honor.

Now, some may think the older son’s anger was
justified. After all, he HAD been faithful to hiather
— he HAD obediently served him well, and
apparently had never received any attention or
accolades for his loyalty. In his own bitter words,
celebration was given to honor him. It just didn’t
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seem fair to him. But should the father have to
reward the older son for doing what was expected of
him?

In reality, the older son was passing judgmentien h
brother, self righteously viewing him with contempt
and disdain. There is a great lesson here for us as
well.

We must serve our Father because we are called up
to do so, not merely because we are looking for
something in return. After alteverything that He

has will be ours”one day if we are faithful to Him

for the right reasons. As we approach the Lenten
season, let us imitate the prodigal son in his
contrition and avoid the judgmental attitude of his
brother.

She
is the daughter of the late Wilhelm “Willi” Conrady
of Bitburg. Willi was the owner of a recycling
business, hunter and collector of antique weapons.
He was a well known in the Bitburg area. Her
mother, Wiltrud, died early in life, when Mo was
only seventeen.

Mo was raised in a Catholic boarding school folsgir
in Bonn, which she attended from age 9 until 1& Sh
is still in touch with her favorite Sister from thame.
This is not uncommon for Mo, as she likes to stay i
touch with everyone she has ever met.
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Mo received a degree in Fashion Design from Trier
Technical University and had her own design studio
in Bitburg for several years. She was in the preads
moving her business to Koln (Cologne), Germany
when she met Craig and everything changste.
became a military wife

Craig was an active duty Major serving as the
Executive Officer of a US Army Patriot Battalion at
the time they met. They were married in the
Alameda, California County Courthouse lobby on 6
June 1994, by coincidence, the 50th anniversary of
D-Day.

American Reconciliation (or friendship)...

The Carlson’s were separated for 9 months in tisé fi
year of their marriage due to Mo’s father beingistr
by Guillian Barré Syndrome and Craig’s deployment
to Thailand on a counter narcotics assignment. Mo
returned to Germany about six weeks after their

marriage in Alameda, California to be with her &ath
and to run the family business.

With the permission of her father, who spent alnzost
complete year in an intensive care unit, she ket
the company after saving the business and securing
his future.

Craig and Mo reunited permanently after one year
and were moved repeatedly due to Army
requirements, including Craig’s two-year tour as
Battalion Commander at Fort Bliss, Texas. During
this tour Mo became a mover and shaker on the Post
family support scene and within the social lifetlod
military community.

In 1998 she was honored to receive the “Helping
Hand” award for volunteer service from the Fort
Bliss commander. Her personality and charm
also made her a great hostess for military social
events in the Carlson home.

During their two year tour (2001 to 2003) in Izmir
Turkey, Mo again distinguished herself as a great
hostess and model representative of the NATO
community by her ability to mix with the various
nationalities assigned to the NATO Headquatrters.

In late 2002 the assignment was determined too
dangerous for accompanied status but she refused
to leave her husband thus becoming non-
sponsored by the Department of Defense.

The cost of following her military husband has
brought Mo into personal harm’s way on a few
occasions. She has experienced three earthquakes
and has been in the area of several terrorisiectlat
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events. During Craig's deployment to the Iraqi
border with Turkey during the war, Mo experienced 3
5.4 earthquake that caused some (minor) damage to
their 8th floor apartment and household goods.

It was definitely the most frightening experiende o
her life, causing stress reactions for many months
afterwards.

The farewell ceremony from Turkey included a
heartfelt and teary goodbye from the NATO
Headquarters’ military and civilian community,
especially on the Turkish side.

Before and after Craig's NATO assignment Mo
worked at the National War College in DC for the
NWC Alumni Association, one of her favorite places
here in the region. She loved the academic
atmosphere as well as the quality people she met
there.

in historic Williamsburg this year. |

hope to see you there April 25-29. This
is just a short article to boost the interest for he
area.

Williamsburg came to pass subsequent to the failure
of the first English settlement at Jamestown.
Jamestown was first settled in 1607. It was sdabup
be the center of the Virginia Colony's government
and commerce. However, the inhospitable swampy

and insect ridden terrain at Jamestown eventually

drove the settlers to higher ground to a placesdall
Middle Plantation.

The original settlement of Middle Plantation had
grown up around a 17th century palisade built as a
defense against Indian attack. By 1690 it was dlsma
village composed of stores, mills, a tavern, a chur
and assorted homes. In reality, there was nothing
grand about it, but it sat on higher ground and had
access to both the James and York Rivers.

When the Jamestown Statehouse burned for the
fourth time in 1698, the village of Middle Plantati
became the focus for colonists who envisioned a
capitol city equal to their aspirations. The name
Middle Plantation, more rural than regal, was
changed to Williamsburg in honor of William 111,
King of England, and building began.

The philosophy of urban planning at the turn of the
18th century was dominated by geometry; hence the
new capitol was laid out in a pattern of squares an
perpendicular avenues.

The Market Square, or town commons, and a main
street stretching from the Capitol Building to the
newly established College of William and Mary were
the key structural elements of the plan.

The Capitol and the College, along with Bruton
Parish Church, which lay west of the Square,
represented stability and continuity to early sestl
Familiar symbols were important to the new colaist
who had braved crossing the Atlantic Ocean, and
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faced the unknown in their search for economic
advancement and a better life.

Williamsburg was a thriving center of commerce and
government by the middle of the 18th Century. On
the eve of the American Revolution nearly 2,000
people, half of whom were slaves, called the city
home.

Tailors, carpenters, bakers
gunsmiths, coopers,
wheelwrights, merchants,
clerks, and their slaves all
worked to form the
economic nucleus for the
governmental system
being developed by the
capitol city's growing
number of politicians and
lawyers. In retrospect therg
is a strong argument that
the most important
institution in town was
neither those of the tradesmen or the politicosak
the taverns. Taverns were not just for drinkingeyrh
were the heart of political, social and cultural
discourse.

The prominent role Williamsburg played in the
events leading to the Revolutionary War is well
known.

In 1765Patrick Henry delivered his rousing Stamp
Act Speech at the House of Burgesses here.

"Caesar had his
Brutus--Charles the
first his Cromwell--
and George lllI--may
he profit from their
example."

The First Continental

Congress was called in

1774 and the
Revolution ended not a dozen miles away, with the
surrender of Cornwallis to Washington on the fields
of Yorktown in 1781.

As the Revolutionary War wound down,

Williamsburg's days as the center of government

were drawing to a close. Governor Patrick Henry
moved the capitol to Richmond.

Williamsburg suffered a decline of prestige and
vitality. The population declined and the only
institutions of note that remained were the Collefje
William and Mary and the public hospital for the
insane. The decline continued through the Civil War
but the arrival of the railroad in 1880 revived the
town some and new houses sprang up near the new
C&O depot.

Williamsburg remained a quiet insulated college
town until the mid 1920's whelohn D. Rockefeller
Jr. was inspired by the imagination of the Reverend
W.A.R Goodwin of The Bruton Parish Church, and
decided to return Williamsburg to its former glory.

Through his financial support and leadership
Rockefeller remained closely involved in the projec
until his death in 1960. Colonial Williamsburg then
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became the centerpiece of what is now called
Virginia's Historic Triangle comprised of
Williamsburg, Jamestown, and Yorktown. This
represents the beginning, middle and end of the
Virginia Colonial period.

Williamsburg celebrated its 300th anniversary in
1999. It was America's first planned city. Laid out
in 1699 as a model capitol, Middle Plantation took
Jamestown's place as the seat of colonial
government.

A visit to restored Colonial Williamsburg is a step
back in time to a thriving 18th century community.
It's a theater of living history where merchant$ se
their wares, craftspeople ply their trades andigtatr
sit in dark corners and whisper of revolution. Typda
Colonial Williamsburg's authentic character and
baroque town plan is the pride of the nation.

The history of Holy Trinity Orthodox Cathedral
began in 1882 when a small group of Orthodox
immigrants arrived in Chicago.

In 1895 the Russian Orthodox Church sent Fr. John

Kochurov, from St. Petersburg, to lead the Chicago

parish. He immediately began to develop plansfor
new church and a
rectory. Funds
were sent from
Russia’s Holy
Synod for the
construction of the
Church and Tsar
Nicholas Il
personally
provided $4,000 to
the building fund.

Further, many

wealthy

Chicagoans that

had seen a model
of an Orthodox Chapel at the Columbian Exhibition
of 1893 provided funding.

Louis Henry Sullivan was selected as the architect
and is renowned as one of America’'s greatest
architects. The cornerstone of what was to beame
Chicago and National landmark was laid on March
31, 1902. On August 15, 1902, Grand Duke Boris
Vladimirovich, representing Tsar Nicholas, visited

the construction site and on March 25, 1903 Bishop
Tikhon consecrated the structure. Bishop Tikhon
was later to return to Russia and to be elected
Patriarch of the Russian Orthodox Church and
regretfully was to die in a communist prison as a
confessor to Christ.

The Cathedral has, for more than 100 years, been an
architectural and religious landmark as designed by
Louis Sullivan and attended by thousands of
Christians throughout the world.

peration Walk is a private, not-for-profit,

volunteer medical services organization

which provides free surgical treatment for
patients in developing countries (and occasionally
in the US), that have no access to life-improving
care for arthritis or other debilitating bone and
joint conditions.

It also educates in-country orthopedic surgeons,
nurses, physical therapists and other healthcare
professionals on the most advanced treatments and
surgical techniques for diseases of the hip ané kne
joints.

This is done in conjunction with surgeries to help
create a lasting contribution to patient care in
developing countries.

In 1994, orthopedic surgeon Dr. Lawrence Dorr
decided to try to help with education and surgical
relief in other countries. He traveled to Russithwi
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an anesthesiologist, an internal medicine doctut, a
one other doctor who spoke Russian.

After performing operations there, Dorr said he
“discovered the thrill of helping others and teaui
others” and founded Operation Walk. The first
destination was Cuba. His medical team collected al
the donations to operate on approximately 40 ptien
and then managed to stretch their supplies out unti
they were able to operate on 45 patients.

Since that first trip, Operation Walk has treated
patients in 10 countries - Cuba, Guatemala, Nepal,
Peru, the Philippines, China, Nicaragua, El Salvado
Russia, and Mexico. All services are provided at no
cost to the patients - including the preoperataec
the surgery with implants, postoperative medicaion
and therapy.

Each one- to two-week medical mission requires 38
to 40 volunteers, all of whom donate their timeeTh
costs of lodging, food, implants, tools, medicines,
dressings, gowns, other medical supplies, patient
hospitalization expenses and cargo shipping run
about $200,000 per mission.

For the first three to four years, the project was
financed by Dorr, along with funds he was able to
raise. Today, all of the materials used on the
missions, including the implants, are either dodate
by orthopedic companies or purchased by funds
raised for Operation Walk, which was incorporated
as a 501(c)(3) organization in 2001.

Operation Walk has now chapters or teams in
California, Indiana, Colorado, lllinois, Virginia,
Pennsylvania and in Canada. More information on

The Canadian chapter of Operation Walk had its
genesis in 2005 when Dr. Cec Rorabeck, orthopedic
surgeon at the London Health Sciences Centre and
The University of Western Ontario brought a small
team from London to Panama City to assist Dr.
Dorr’s group in performing 62 surgical cases.

Typical Operation Walk missions consist of a
medical team of approximately 38 people which
travels to a host country to carry out up to 7@tjoi
replacements in a 1 week period. Since its incaptio
Operation Walk has served over 300 patients in 8
countries.

Operation Walk seeks to enhance both treatment
options for patients and learning opportunitiesifier
country surgeons. Treatments which reduce pain and
increase mobility will lead to improved quality of

life. Sharing knowledge will foster continuing
progress in patient care.

Patee in red emerald. The cross is surroundedeby th
text“Non nobis
Domine non nobis”

As an additional item
| have now created a
very simple ring that |
call “The Ring of
daily Prayer”. These
rings together will
complete the phrase
from the psalm.

Then to the right side

of the Cross Patee on

the top, you have the
seal of the 6th Grand Master Bertrand de
Blanquefort. It is the well-known symbol of the two
knights on one horse-back. The text around thidsea
“Sigillum Militum Xpisti” Under this — again one
step to the right — you have the Christian Crugifix
which is placed on the ring in remembrance of our
basic belief and values.

Going back to the Croix Patee and then to theytmit
find the second half of
the Seal of Bertrand de
Blanquefort the part
that shows the Temple
of Solomon in
Jerusalem, and the text
surrounding this reads
“Cristi de Templo™.

And one step further to
the left you find the
anachronistic shield of
Jacques de Molay, the
23rd Grand Master.

As you see, it basically has it all, and the design
actually works as an actual seal!
