seeds for this summer's flowers and

vegetables? The seeds must be buried in
your garden "cemetery" before they can bring forth
glorious life. The process, akin to burial and

resurrection, contains profound lessons for the
faithful.

We must die in order to live!

That is the paradox of Christian life. It is thegr
lesson of the resurrection of our Lord. Our bodies,
like the grain of wheat, are placed

into the earth from which they were

made. And then in time, or rather

when time ends, they will rise in

resurrection, even as Jesus rose

from the dead with an incorruptible

body. St. Paul explains:for if we

have been united with Him in a death like His, we
shall certainly be united with Him in a resurrectio
like His."

There is an interesting connection between the idea
of resurrection and the raising of the Paralytsc, a
related in the Gospel Lesson for
this writing. The Fathers of the
Church point out that in the
person of the Paralytic raised
from his bed of long iliness, we
have a foreshadowing of our
own resurrection from the grave.
Just as an Angel of the Lord
came to "trouble" the waters,
effecting his restoration to true
life, so on the last day an Angel
of God will trouble the dust of
the earth and the sleeping in Christ will awake to
eternal life.

ajor General James Milnor Roberts is a real

living Hero. He has been part of events in

history that has moved humanity forward,
and has made us all better and more complete. The
suffering and hardship that General Roberts had to
endure will be remembered and honored for a long
time.

As Major General James Milnor Roberts Jr. left

Portland Naval Base in England bound for the
beaches of Normandy, he looked
around and couldn't help but
think that by the end of the next
night, half of the guys on the
ship with him would be dead.

So it's no surprise that Roberts'
emotions ran high on the
observance of the 60th
anniversary of the invasion of
Normandy, when he was
awarded the French Legion of
Honor medal by leaders of the
French government with
President George W. Bush in
attendance in Paris June 2005.

General Roberts embarked on his lifelong journey of
service to his country after graduating from Lebsgh
ROTC program.

And since military blood runs through his veins {he
a descendant of Col. George Gibson, one of Gen.
George Washington's commanders at Valley Forge),
Roberts embarked on an extensive career of service

"l was proud to serve in the military with the
knowledge that family members had participated in
every U.S. conflict from 1776-1812, the Mexican
War, and both sides of the Civil WaRbberts says.

And because his career started at the dawn of World

War Il, Roberts had to jump in with both feet.

He was then assigned to the 29th Infantry Division
Unit, 13 days before the Omaha Beach landing on
June 6, 1944. Roberts participated in the next five
WWII campaigns, including the Battle of the Bulge.

In 1971, Roberts was promoted to Major General
and, after being confirmed by the U.S. Senate egkrv
as Chief of the U.S. Army Reserve at the Pentagon
until 1975.

General Roberts is currently the director of High
Frontier an organization that promotes defense
against ballistic missiles; president of the Nagion
Historical Intelligence Museum; and chairman of the
Dwight D. Eisenhower Society.

watched my fellow Americans die at

Omaha. James Milnor Roberts was a captain

on special assignment in the US 29th Infantry
on D-Day, landing some 10 hours into the invasion.

His landing craft was hit about 100 meters from
Omaha Beach just as it grounded on a sandbar,
forcing him and 100 other seasick American soldiers
to plunge into chest-deep water. Thousands of
American soldiers were already dead by the time he
landed.Major General Roberts' D-Day memaories
have not faded over 60 years:

June 6, 1945, | landed in the middle of Omaha Beac
The beach was divided pretty much by alphabet: Fo
George, Delta, and so on. One part was named Eas)
but it was not easy at all.

| was on a vessel that sailed out of Plymouth,
carrying perhaps 500 troops. It could not go i t
beach itself because of its design, so we stopped
about two miles out and unloaded onto smaller
vessels, which were the landing craft.

The seas were bouncing up and down. Stepping dov
onto the decks of landing craft was a little hapasd
We had been distributed life belts that went around
our waists, designed to keep us afloat.

u

As we landed several of our fellas decided to tefla
their belts. When they got in the ocean, their Weig
made them top heavy and they flipped over.

Horrible sight

When | came ashore, we had one amphibious tank.
The rest had sunk. This one was ashore, but itwas
fire. The contents and the people were burning to
death. These guys were literally screaming and
burning and | couldn't do anything except hope that
maybe one of them would get out. It disturbs me
guite a bit even to think about it now.
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The beach was a very horrible sight. This was met t
first of the landings. We had an awful lot of woerdd
people and corpses on the beach.

I had been assigned as an aide to the commanding
general of Omaha Beach. My job was to get above
the sand itself and find a suitable place for aegain

to go in that evening. | collected a few guys, amd
walked up the edge of this ravine, making ourselves
targets in the process.

At the edge | took a few seconds to look out ofier t
channel. It was just incredible. For about 20 miles
from west to east there were ships of every
description, battleships and cruisers, destroyeds a
landing craft and merchant vessels with more
supplies. It was something to behold. | don't think
we'll ever see anything like that again.

| wondered to myself how my friends had done. The
very next day, | had to go back to the beach for
something.

It was an unbelievable mess.

On the way, | discovered the corpse of a guy | had
known. He was the same rank as me (Infantry Army
Officer), the same branch, and had the same myilitar
and civilian education. For all intents and purpose
we were like two peas in a pod.

"What's the difference@"thought to myself. He's
there, and I'm here. And he's got a bullet in the
middle of his head.

When | got back to the United States | thought it
would be appropriate to get in touch with his famil

| told them they could be very proud of their sibn.
was a great cause and he did a great job befang bei
left there.

There is a cemetery at the top of that hill in
Normandy which now has 10,000 graves. You look
at this thing with 10,000 crosses and the occakiona
Star of David, and you just shake your head. You
can't visualize that many people being lost.

Coming this far in the story General Roberts stops,
thinks for a while, smiles and sayshen | was
entering into Paris, the streets and sidewalks were
crowded with 1000’s of people cheering and
shouting. It was a great feeling.

We were in an open jeep, and one of the guys tbok o
his helmet, waiving it, laughing and yelling baok t

the crowd. Suddenly | heard a “thump” and the guy
was hit by a bottle of wine that one over-enthugias
Parisian had thrown to the soldier. He was bleeding
but still smiling, and he was later on awarded the
Purple Heart, probably the only one ever wounded by
a bottle of wine’

Finishing Note: Then Captain Roberts was taken
from the glider company a few days before the
invasion and was made the Senior Aide to Major
General Leonard Gerowle was given the plans for
the D-Day Invasion of Normandy to study and

He had the responsibility along with another awle t
oversee and to assist in carrying out the plans for
establishment of a transition and systems, etc., fo
several weeks after D-Day. Because of this
responsibility and successful transition he was
promoted to MajorHe was ordered to keep the
plans.

The plans and map overlays are still intact and are
considered very rare because of their good comditio
and completeness of the set of the plans for Operat
Neptune, Invasion of Normandy, Omaha Beddte
plans were de-classified and returned to Major
Roberts as the owneyrby the Department of
Defense.

Further, when the Templars were re-created in 1804,
they too adopted the cross pattee and not the eoubl
bar cross. New Knights and Dames will from June 1,
2007 be invested with the Cross Pattee on their
mantels. Those who have the double-bar cross on
their mantels will be permitted to wear them withou
any mandatory transition date.

OSMTH Awards

01.OSMTH Grand Master’'s
Companionate of Honor,is intended
for outstanding individuals of
exceptional achievement. It is awarded
in three degrees. Gold, Silver and
Bronze.
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02.The OSMTH Grand

Commander’s Cross of Merit,is
awarded to any OSMTH member who
distinguishes himself or herself by
significant sustained and substantial
contribution to the development and/or
expansion of OSMTH at the
international level.

03.The OSMTH Grand Master’s
Medal of Valor, is awarded to any
member of the OSMTH in good
standing who, while serving in any
capacity with the OSMTH,
distinguishes himself or herself by
extraordinary heroism, bravery, or risk
of one’s own life in carrying out the
missions of The Order.

04.The OSMTH Distinguished
Service Award, is awarded to any
member of the OSMTH in good
standing who, while serving in any
capacity with the OSMTH,
distinguishes himself or herself by
exceptionally meritorious service to
OSMTH, in a duty of great
responsibility.

05.The OSMTH Superior Service
Award, is awarded to any member of
the OSMTH in good standing for
exceptionally meritorious conduct and
superior service in the performance of

outstanding services and achievements.

06.The OSMTH Meritorious Service
Award, is awarded to any member of
the OSMTH in good standing who,
while serving in any capacity with the
OSMTH, distinguishes himself or
herself by outstanding meritorious
achievement or service to OSMTH.

07.The OSMTH Pro Merito Council
Award, is intended for senior Officers
of the Order who have served long and
faithfully and those whose wisdom and
judgment are considered of such high
value that their service in leadership
and governance are desired under the
special counsel provided by the Pro
Merito Council.

08.The OSMTH Armiger’'s Badge.

All Knights and Dames of good

standing within the Order whose
personal Arms derive from a legitimate
grant by a state or state sponsored body
with the legal authority to issue such
grants or matriculation of Arms are
entitled to apply for and, if approved,
wear an OSMTH Armiger’s Badge.

GPUSA Awards

09.The GPUSA Cross of Valoris
awarded to a GPUSA member who
distinguishes him/herself by
extraordinary heroism. The
performance must have involved
personal hazard or danger and the
voluntary risk of one’s own life.

10.The GPUSA Distinguished
Service Awardis awarded to any
GPUSA member in the rank of Grand
Cross (GCTJ), who has provided
exceptional meritorious service to the
GPUSA, in a duty of great

responsibility.

11.The GPUSA Legion of Meritis
awarded to any GPUSA member in the
rank of Grand Officer (GOTJ) or

Grand Cross (GCTJ). for exceptionally
meritorious conduct in the performance
of outstanding services and
achievements.

12.The GPUSA Meritorious Service
Medal is awarded to all GPUSA
members who distinguish themselves
by outstanding meritorious
achievement or service to the GPUSA.

13.The GPUSA Commendation
Medal is awarded to any GPUSA
member who distinguishes
himself/herself by meritorious
achievement (act) or meritorious
service to the Order.

14. The GPUSA Achievement Medal
is awarded to any GPUSA member
who distinguishes himself/herself by
significant achievement or service to
the Order of a lesser degree than
required for award of the GPUSA
Commendation Medal.

15.The GPUSA Medal for Long and
Faithful Service — Gold with star (25
years), Gold (20 years), Silver (10
years) and Bronze (5 years)

16.The GPUSA Palmers Medal-

Gold, will be awarded to members who
make a pilgrimage to the Holy Land
and who contemplate, either by
participating in a religious service or
by solitary reflection their spiritual
heritage in six major sites in the Holy
Land.

17.The GPUSA Pilgrim’s Medal —
Silver, will be awarded to members
who make a pilgrimage to a major
Christian holy place in Europe or the
Middle East that is recognized as a
pilgrimage site during the time of the
Templars and who contemplate, either
by participating in a religious service
or by solitary reflection, their spiritual
heritage.

18.The GPUSA Templar Medal—
Bronze, will be awarded to members
who make a pilgrimage to recognized
Templar sites in Europe or the Middle
East and who contemplate, either by
participating in a religious service or
by solitary reflection, their spiritual
heritage.

19. The GPUSA Membership Medal

is designed to recognize membership in
the GPUSA. Membership in the
GPUSA is the only criteria for award

of this medal.

20.The Knight's Cross Neckpiece
represents the rank of Knight of the
Temple of Jerusalem (KTJ).
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21.Knight Commandeur Trophy
represents the rank of Knight
Commandeur of the Temple of
Jerusalem (KCTJ).

22.Grand Officier Badge represents
the rank of Grand Officier of the
Temple of Jerusalem (GOTJ).

23.The Grand CrossNeckpiece
represents the rank of Grand Cross of
the Temple of Jerusalem (GCTJ). A
red and black sash with The Cross
Pate’ is also worn over the right
shoulder.

24.Companion of the Order of Merit
(OMTJ) Neckpiece

25.Commanders of the Order of
Merit (CMTJ) Neckpiece with the
attached Commanders Trophy

26.Grand Commanders of the
Order of Merit (GMTJ) Starburst.
