ing of England, Scotland and Ireland 
whose refusal to compromise over 
complex religious and political situations 

led to civil war, his own execution, canonization 
and the abolition of the Monarchy. 

The second son of James VI of Scotland and Anne of 
Denmark, Charles was born at Fife in Scotland on 19 

November 1600. His 
father succeeded 
Queen Elizabeth I and 
came to the throne of 
England as King 
James I in 1603. 
Charles was created 
Duke of Albany at his 
baptism (December 
1600) and Duke of 
York in 1605. 

He was placed in the 
care of Lord and Lady 

Fyvie until the age of four, then moved to England 
where he was brought up in the household of Sir 
Robert and Lady Carey. 

As a child, Charles suffered from weak ankle joints 
(probably the result of rickets) which slowed his 
physical development. He was also slow in learning 
to speak. He outgrew these defects, except for a slight 
stammer which he never overcame. His education 
was overseen by Thomas Murray, a Scottish 
Presbyterian who later became Provost of Eton. 
Charles was a serious student who excelled at 
languages, rhetoric and divinity. 

Charles was overshadowed by his brilliant elder 
brother Prince Henry, to whom he was devoted, but 

Henry died when Charles was 12 years old. Charles 
and his sister Elizabeth mourned Henry together, 
which created a bond between them. Henry's death 
made Charles heir to the throne of England, Scotland 
and Ireland. 

By strength of will, he overcame his physical 
weaknesses to become a good horseman and 
huntsman. He developed sophisticated tastes in the 
arts and earnestly applied himself to his religious 
devotions. Created Prince of Wales in 1616, he was 
instructed by King James in every aspect of ruling a 
kingdom. With a profound belief that Kings were 
appointed by God to rule by Divine Right, Charles 
succeeded as the second Stuart King of England in 
1625. 

King Charles the Martyr was the last saint to be 
canonized by the Church of England. 

He is honored as a martyr because he died for the 
Church. He was offered his life if he would abandon 
episcopacy but he refused for this would have taken 
the Church of England away from being part of 'the 
one Holy Catholic and Apostolic Church’ and made 
Her into a sect. 

In the words of Dr. Mandell Creighton, Bishop of 
London 1897-1901 
and a noted 
ecclesiastical 
historian: ‘Had 
Charles been willing 
to abandon the 
Church and give up 
episcopacy, he might 
have saved his 
throne and his life. 
But on this point 
Charles stood firm: 
for this he died, and 
by dying saved it for 
the future.’ 

Immediately upon the Restoration of Church and 
King on 19th May, 1660, the Convocation of 
Canterbury and York, now being free to assemble 
and act, canonized King Charles and added his name

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to the Calendar of Saints at the revision of The Prayer 
Book 

It came into use with the authority of Church and 
State in 1662 and since that time parish churches and 
chapels have been dedicated under the title of 
S.Charles (often as King Charles the Martyr). 

S.Charles is also honored for his strong personal 
piety and for his protection and patronage of the 
Church. 

His reign saw the beginning of a revival of the 
Religious Life in the Church of England and the first 
attempt at Community Life (after the Dissolution of 
the Monasteries under Henry VIII), which began at 
Little Gidding and was encouraged by S.Charles. 

He oversaw many schemes for the Church: the 
restoration and adornment of churches and 
cathedrals, the founding and advancement of 
charities, the improvement of the liturgy and the re-
introduction of the episcopacy in Scotland. His reign 
witnessed, albeit briefly, a Golden Age for 
Anglicanism especially in spiritual and devotional 
writing which is still much appreciated today.

anuary 30 is observed in England and 
elsewhere in the English-speaking world as 
the martyrdom of King Charles I, monarch 
and saint. On this day, white roses are laid 

at the foot of the king's statue in London. 

To modern eyes, Charles appears an unlikely 
candidate for sainthood. Haughty, headstrong and 
short-sighted, he held stubbornly to the divine right 
of kings when a prudent monarch would have 
accommodated himself to the demands of the 
dawning modern age. 

Charles was not prudent. Whatever qualities may be 
ascribed to a king who once tried to cram an 
Anglican prayer book down the throats of his fiercely 
Presbyterian Scottish subjects, prudence is definitely 
not one of them. 

Yet, when he was humbled by the civil war that he 
might have avoided had he been willing to 
compromise, when he was reduced to pitiful status of 
a prisoner on trial for his life, Charles showed that he 
possessed at least one royal virtue: courage. 

His Puritan conquerors wanted to make sweeping 
changes in the English constitution and the English 
church. They knew it would be easier for them to 
make these changes if they could claim to be acting 
under the king's authority. Had Charles been a 
coward, intent only on saving his own skin, they 
would have had their way. But they misjudged their 
man. They could kill him if they dared, but he would 
not consent to be their rubber stamp. 

And so, as Winston Churchill wrote, "A strange 
destiny had engulfed this King of England. None had 
resisted with more untimely stubbornness the 
movement of his age. He had been in his heyday the 
convinced opponent of all we now call our 
Parliamentary liberties. Yet as misfortunes crowded 
upon him he increasingly became the physical 
embodiment of the liberties and traditions of 
England." 

��� �
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Nowhere was this "strange destiny" more evident 
than at the king's trial. Dragged before a kangaroo 
court that had no legitimacy under law or custom, he 
refused to dignify the proceedings by making an 
answer to the charges against him. 

 

"I am your King," he declared, speaking for once 
without the stammer that had dogged him all his life. 
"I have a trust committed to me by God, by old and 
lawful descent. I will not betray that trust to answer 
to a new unlawful authority." 

And again: "It is not my case alone, it is the freedom 
and liberty of the people of England. And, do you 
pretend what you will, I must justly stand for their 
liberties. For if power, without law, may make law, 
may alter the fundamental laws of the kingdom -- I do 
not know what subject he is in England can be sure of 
his life, or anything he can call his own." 

When he persisted in his refusal to acknowledge the 
authority of the court, he was forcibly removed from 
the chamber. He was not even permitted to speak 
when he was sentenced to death. But, as he was 
removed for the second time, he managed to cry out: 

"I am not suffered to speak ... Expect what justice 
others may have." 

Prophetic words. Charles was succeeded by a 
military dictatorship under Oliver Cromwell. 

Charles I died with a nobility that recalled 
Shakespeare's line, "Nothing in his life became him 
like the leaving it."  

But Churchill wrote him a better epitaph: "He cannot 
be claimed as the defender of English liberties, nor 
wholly of the English Church, but none the less he 
died for them, and by his death preserved them not 
only to his son and heir, but to our own.”

he Silent Knight Program continues to 
expand and is now, with our latest Squire 
from the Ivory Coast, reaching people in 

19 nations.  Progress is steady.  Good works 
continue to be inspired and new members to the 
Order are being recruited. 

Recently, I received a wonderful 
report from a former Squire, now 
Knight Templar, located in 
California.  This anonymous 
Brother had begun taking care of 
needy students at a local school.  

He had partnered with the 
assistant principal, to maintain 
his anonymity, and together they had provided 
assistance, encouragement and random acts of charity 
for many.  The assistant principal had become so 
smitten with the program that he briefed a local club 
to which he belonged.  He maintained the anonymity 
of our Silent Knight but told stories that touched the 
heart of many.  

The club immediately donated $700 to an account 
that was created for the school and committed to 
make a monthly donation of $500 enabling the Silent 
Knight to service the entire school district. 

��� �
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Partnering Silent Knight with churches and clubs has 
extended our ability to influence more random acts of 
charity in His Name.  For example, over the last 14 
months two churches that have partnered with Silent 
Knight have provided in excess of $60,000, 
collectively, for needy people in their communities. 

I am asked frequently how this partnering is 
accomplished.  It is not difficult?  After the 
church/club leader (minister, rector, president, etc…) 
agrees to allow the Silent Knight Program to be 
introduced, church/club members are encouraged to 
nominate needy individuals or families to receive 
gifts.  

A “love” offering is taken from the 
congregation/membership once a month to support 
the effort.  The church/club never gives a penny to 
the Silent Knight Program, they collect their 
donations, decide how many random acts of charity 
they can perform, who will deliver the gift, and when 
the act will occur.  

 

The Silent Knight Program provides cards for the 
delivery of the gift and lapel pins to the participants 
at no cost to the church/club.  Partnered 
churches/clubs are allowed to put their logo or 
organization name on the back of the cards stating, 

“Partnered with Silent Knight.”   No other 
changes/modifications are authorized for the cards. 

In every case where partnering has been successful 
one of the first questions is:  “What do you want from 
us?”  The answer is, “Silent Knight doesn’t accept 
donations.  We do not want your money.  We want 
your heart.”  In fact, the program is so simple that 
people have a hard time accepting it.   

“You mean you don’t want our money?”   

“No.  We want you to use your money to serve people 
in your community.”   

Sounds simple but it has enormous second and third 
order effects.  

·  First, the partnered organization gets 
satisfaction by participating in a good cause.  

·  Second, they get to see their own funds 
working in their community.  

·  Third, as the stories circulate around the 
community, the partnered organization grows 
in membership, enthusiasm, and reputation. 

·  Fourth, many people are blessed by the 
stories. 

·  Fifth, some members of the partnered 
organization seek to become members of our 
Order.  

·  Sixth, our Order receives great public 
relations from members of like-minded 
organizations serving the needy. 

Over the last month or two, important progress has 
been made partnering with the “Knights of 
Columbus.” 

Two different efforts are gaining momentum.  One 
priory of the Knights of Columbus has purchased 30 
books, received 100 Silent Knight Cards, and 30 pins 
to begin their service.  

It is my opinion that these partnerships have the 
potential to springboard Silent Knight random acts of 
charity across the United States and attract many new 
members to our Order.

 have long believed that God provides 
opportunities and resources.  

Our challenge is to learn to live our lives at the 
intersection of opportunity and resource in service to 
the Gospel on behalf of the church for the sake of all 
people.  My personal calling to this mission has 
resulted in ordained service to the church for over 30 
years.  I have been a 
parish pastor, a seminary 
administrator, a military 
chaplain, and a college 
professor, all in the 
service of ministry to 
God’s people in a 
multitude of venues. 

Much of the leadership 
of any ordained pastor 
centers around 
stewardship.  This is a 
rather technical term that 
borders upon insider 
language often referred 
to as jargon.  However, 
even many dedicated 
Christians become deaf to the language of 
stewardship.  At its simplest level, stewardship means 
living one’s life at the intersection of resource and 
opportunity. 

I am convinced that God does not provide 
opportunity without resource nor vice versa.  Often 
people are able to recognize their resources though 
surprisingly often they underestimate the amount of 
their resources. 

Occasionally people are able to recognize 
opportunities though all too often they miss it and a 
chance to do something significant is squandered.  
Seldom do people see both their resources and the 
opportunities as gifts from God intended to be 
matched and leveraged for the furtherance of the 
Gospel.

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Recently a member of the congregation I currently 
serve as Pastor approached me and asked if I knew 
about the “Silent Knight” program.  Thinking that he 
was asking me about “Silent Night” and jumping 
ahead in our conversation, I replied, “Of course I do.  
It’s one of my favorites Christmas songs.”  Patiently, 
the SK explained to me that he was speaking about 
something quite different from the Christmas 
favorite. 

He asked if I would be open to entering into a 
partnership in which a gift could be made to a needy 
person with only one condition attached.  That one 
condition would be that no one must ever know the 
origin of the source of the gift.  It must be done 
anonymously and for the benefit of someone whose 
sole qualification for receiving the gift was need.  
“Would you be interested in such a program, 
Pastor?” 

How often I have wished that I had the ability to 
assist someone in true need with a financial gift.  
How often I have thought that a need could be met 
for a person whose sole criteria for being assisted was 
simply the need.  “If you would be interested in such 
a program, Pastor, I would like to be the one to 
initiate it.  Here is my initial gift.  When it is used, 
simply attach a card to the gift indicating that it has 
been provided by a Silent Knight.” 

The SK went on to explain that he hoped that through 
giving such a gift, others would, in turn, be inspired 
to do likewise.  What an amazing opportunity!  
Certainly this is one of those opportunities that it 
would be easy to miss. 

I am not yet certain where the Silent Knight program 
will lead in our congregation.  I do know in serving 
others we serve our Lord.  I do that by helping others 
to experience grace, they come to understand the true 
gift of grace that we have received in the Incarnate 
God who humbled himself to become one with us, 
who died as one of us, and who was raised for all of 
us.  Another opportunity.  Another resource.  Another 
chance to learn to live at their intersection on behalf 
of the Gospel for the sake of the world has been 
heralded, not by an angel but by a single Silent 
Knight. “Non nobis, Domine, non nobis, sed nomini

hen last I wrote for this newsletter, the 
Silent Knight concept had only just been 
introduced to our congregation.  Still in its 

nascence, the concept continues to have life and is 
filled with potential. 

There are many “logistical” questions that remain yet 
to be answered with respect to the Silent Knight 
concept here at Messiah Evangelical Lutheran 
Church.  As with any new concept questions arise 
that are not in and of themselves terribly complex but 
they none-the-less require thoughtful answers.  Two 
questions have arisen thus far. 

First, what type of bank account needs to be 
established for the gifts to the Silent Knight program?  
The question of whether to establish a new account or 
to establish a sub-account of one already existing 
within the congregation must be answered.  Not a 
complex question, but one that must be thought 
through keeping in mind the desire to maintain the 
anonymity of those Silent Knights making 
contributions and those squires making the contacts 
with the potential recipients. 

A second question concerns how to best to make the 
Silent Knight program known within the 
congregation.  Again, though this is not a particularly 
complex question, it is one that is certainly 
complicated by the desire to maintain anonymity. 

While wrestling with our logistical questions 
discussed above, our Silent Knight program has 

����
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none-the-less been moving forward.  Silent Knights 
have made two gifts thus far.  

A member of the congregation who is living on a 
restricted budget was the recipient of a text- book 
currently being used in an adult education forum.  
The smile upon the recipient’s face and his quizzical 
inquiry regarding the source of his gift has been 
inspiring and joy producing for many. 

The second gift was that of a sponsorship of a family 
at a special congregational luncheon.  Again, this gift 
was a welcome surprise for a family who has given 
much of themselves in service to others and a 
wonderful model of the joy and the fruits of service 
to others above self.

haritable Good Works At Zero Cost.?? 
That sounds too good to be true, right? But 
it IS true, as I explain below! 

I first learned about Microcredits as an approach to 
international charitable good works and humanitarian 
aid when Baron Wolfgang Odelga, GCTJ, Former 
Grand Prior of Austria, brought up the subject at an 
OSMTH Grand Magistral Council meeting a year or 
so ago.  But like so many matters in the Order, our 
being so very busy around the world and with the 
United Nations, it got set aside until I had more time 
to look into it.  But then some six months or so later, 
Wolfgang circulated an e-mail message asking the 
status of the program and I decided to look further 
into microcredits.  Little did I realize then the 
tremendous eye-opening experience I was about to 
encounter. 

As with most Templar projects I research, I usually 
begin with the internet, so I went to www.google.com 
and typed in microcredits and got all sorts of web 
sites and sources to check out.  Then I remembered 
that Wolfgang had said that microcredits were highly 
favored by the United Nations, particularly as an 
inexpensive way for non-governmental organizations 
working with the U. N. to help fund the less fortunate 
all over the world.  So I punched up the United 
Nations web site and after a bit of searching found 
that the U.N. is VERY INVOLVED in microcredit 
programs and has them available and helping the less 
fortunate all around the world. 

While those of us in 
the developed world 
usually think in terms 
of many thousands of 
dollars or Euros to 
begin a business, in the 
lesser-developed 
nations, that can be as 
little as 50 or 100 or 
200 dollars/Euros to 
help some poor woman 
start a child care center 
or begin a basket-
weaving business.  
Such loans are of zero 
interest to banks and 
financial institutions 
because they are too 
small, but they are of 
high interest to the 
United Nations and can mean the difference between 
having an income or starving to death for the poor in 
many nations.  Thus the U. N. makes these programs 
available all over the world by making microcredit 
loans in these very small amounts to the poor and 
struggling. 

The total programs are now well over $100,000,000 
dollars/Euros and the loan payback experience for 
microcredit loans is very successful.  In fact the 
program has been so highly successful that the 
United Nations declared 2005 “the year of the 
microcredit” and I read that this past year, the 
economist/banker that came up with the idea of

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microcredits, Dr. Muhammad Yunus, was awarded 
The Nobel Prize for Peace in 2006.  So while 
microcredits are unknown to many of us, Wolfgang 
has come across a tremendously favorable program 
highly favored by the United Nations and bringing 
relief from poverty and help in starting millions of 
small businesses all over the planet while all the 
donors get 100% of their money back. 

 

 
 

And the best part of the microcredit program is 
that when we Templar’s provide donations to the 
program, those donations are returned back 
100% at the end of the money being used for one 
year.  That’s right, ALL your money is returned 
so that you have it to provide again for more 
microcredits or give to another charity or 
humanitarian aid program if you so desire. 

That’s the incredible part of this program----- you 
donate money to a program highly favored by the 

U.N., your money truly helps the less fortunate 
around the world obtain small loans to start small 
businesses, and at the end of the year, you get your 
entire original donation back?  I challenge you to find 
another charity whereby we Templar’s can provide so 
much good for so many poor and yet get all our 
money back a year later to do more good with that 
same money???

Then click on the map for your part of the 
world and it will give you the Oikocredit microcredit 
organization in your nation----- contact them direct, 
usually via e-mail, and that starts the process and 
from that point on, it’s no different that donating to 
any other charity, except that with this program, 
you get all your money back so you can donate it 
again, or use it for other good works!   Try it.  It 
works, the results are worldwide and are documented, 
and if you do so in the name of the Knights Templar 
and make sure you let your Grand Priory know, then 
all the Grand Priories of the world can accumulate 
their donations, the Grand Commander of OSMTH 
can file a special report on the Templar’s support of

Q How does one go about to develop and register a 
personal coat of arms? 

A Numerous individuals have no coat of arms of 
their own and desire the American College of 
Heraldry's (ACOH) assistance in the creation of a 
pleasing and meaningful design which is 
technically correct. If you already have an idea 
for your armorial bearings, you would include it 
along with the application form and appropriate 
fees. 

If you have no idea whatsoever of how your 
armorial bearings should appear, then ACOH can 
help you design them "from scratch". 

Following one's application and submission of 
appropriate fees, the College's President assigns a 
representative to work with the applicant to 
develop a coat of arms. When the design has 
been completed and agreed upon, the applicant 
assumes the arms for his own use and for the use 
of his descendants. 

The College registers the coat of arms and 
announces the registration in its publication - 
"The Armiger's News.". More to read on this 
issue, applications and fees, can be found at 
http://www.americancollegeofheraldry.org/. 
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There is much to consider. If you already have 
gone through the process, then please tell your 
story, give some tips on the best way forward and 
feel free to show your armorial bearings in this 
Newsletter.
